Unite us with Him and with all God's people in heaven and earth.

Every time we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s
death until He comes again.

If you are thirsty, drink the Fount of Life. If you are hungry, eat the Bread
of Life. Blessed are all who hunger for this Bread and thirst for this Fount.

Communion is shared.

Prayer after Communion

ALL: Almighty God,
from whose love nothing can part us,
I thank You for this bread of life, my God.
I am a traveler and stranger in the world,
like so many of Your people before me.
